


Casey Cup Returns to Wanderers.

The annual Casey's Cup Weekend which was held at Wexford Wanderers RFC last weekend saw a huge crowd from Wexford and Greystones attending this annual event in its ninth year which honours the memory of former club member Casey Ryan who passed away a number of years ago.  The festivities commenced on Saturday afternoon when the Vixens were narrowly defeated by Portarlington. The second game on Saturday was the late kick off of the Wexford first team selection against the Greystones selection in a game which Wexford narrowly lost by a last minute try. The rugby continued early on Sunday morning with teams from both clubs from Under 7 to Under 17 competing through the day until the holding of the main Golden Oldies match at 3pm. One of the highlights of the early morning action was the meeting of the Wexford Junior Vixens (Under 16) and a Greystones Ladies Under 16 selection. A first of hopefully many meetings for both clubs concerned and another significant step forward for the development of underage girls rugby in Wexford.

The main Golden Oldies Casey Cup game was as always the closing game of the weekends festivities. Both sides played some superb running rugby in conditions which could only be described as excellent.  It was pogniant that the opening score of the contest came from Casey's father Pat Ryan who from some excellent handling from a tap penalty crossed the line to score under the posts.  Shortly after the Wexford backs again exposed weaknesses in the Greystones defence for Casey's uncle Paul Ryan to add the second unconverted try on the left wing. At this stage and under further pressure outhalf Colm Callery crossed for the third try to leave Wexford 17 - 0 ahead at the break. Early in the second half Greystones scored a try in dubious circumstances on the right wing after significant forwards pressure. They followed up shortly after with a penalty to reduce the score to 17-8 before adding another try to reduce the score to 17-13. The Wexford side at this stage again sensing a memorable win decided to turn the screws to make sure of the victory and centre Maurice Logue crossed the line  to score under the posts to give Wanderers a 24-13 victory. After the game winning captain Pat Ryan and his wife expressed their thanks to both clubs for making the Casey Weekend the event it has become for both sides and the Ryan family and they expressed the Ryan familys hope that the event will figure in the end of season activities for both clubs for many more years. After the game as is traditional the celebrations continued for many hours in the clubhouse for both clubs.

Wanderers Dunne Cup De-ja-vu against Enniscorthy.

Wexford Wanderers Second XV travelled to Enniscorthy with a large group of supporters on Saturday last for the first round of the Michael Dunne Cup in a fixture which was a repeat of last years opening tie in the same competition. Twelve months ago Wanderers were outplayed by the hosts and the memory of that particular defeat had always been in the back of the visitors mind as they prepared methodically for the Cup campaign this season on the back of a reasonable run of form in the league. Indeed the planning for the fixture was well organinsed with Wanderers hosting New Ross the previous week in a pre-cup friendly game to establish some pattern on the side. The game started well with both sides evenly matched with the Wanderers pack slightly dominating the home side while the Enniscorthy backs seemed to have a slight edge over the Wanderers backs. The home side used their backs well early in the game to create an overlap on the wing and open the scoring with an unconverted try in the corner. This created the spur Wanderers needed and after some excellent rucking winger Mark Goodison broke throught the Enniscorthy backline to touchdown 10 metres in from the touchline. Fullback Stuart Brennan added the conversion from a difficult angle for Wanderers to lead 5-7. About 10 minutes later after the Wanderers pack worked the ball through a number of rucks Captain John Fagan crossed close to the posts to increase Wanderers lead with Brennan adding the conversion to 5-14. Soon after the home side crossed the Wexford line to add another 5 points to the score before adding a penalty to come within 1 point of the visitors at 13-14. However an infringement by Enniscorthy before the break allowed Brennan to increase the half-time score to 13-17. Shortly after the break Enniscorthy capitalised on a Wexford infringement to add a penalty and again reduced Wanderers lead to 1 point. This once again spurred Wanderers into action and outhalf O'Corcora captilised on a gap in the Enniscorthy defence to score an unconverted try close to the corner to push the lead out to 16-22. Enniscorthy immediately responded and scored another try which they failed to convert to once again reduce the gap to 1 point. Ten minutes from the end Wanderers scored another unconverted try this time coming from a prepared move from the base of the scrum with No.8 Sunderland crossing the line to push the lead out to 6 points again at 21-27. However shortly after the restart Enniscorthy pounced on a rare mistake from the Wanderers backline to intercept a pass and score under the posts with the conversion giving the home side the lead 28-27 for the first time since the opening score of the contest. With the end in sight Wanderers pushed for a winning score while the home side tried to hold on the the slim lead by slowing the game down. However with seconds remaining Enniscorthy were penalised just outside their 22 and after consulting with the referee on the options available with the remaining time Fullback Brennan took the couragous decision to step forward and take the penalty kick. To the dismay of the visiting team and supporters the kick drifted just inches wide of the upright and the referee blew up the game immediately after. For local rugby fans the game was certainly one of the most exciting all season and a fitting season finale for the seconds side who are competing in only there third full season in league and cup fixtures. Coach Declan Rossiter paid tribute to the effort of the side all season and hoped that playing numbers will increase next season.

 Wanderers progress in Towns Plate at Arklow's expense.
A large crowd gathered at Park Lane on Friday last to see Wexford Wanderers kick off the long weekend by playing Arklow under lights in the second round of the Provincial Towns Plate. With a difficult and bitter league campaign behind them and first round exit from the Towns Cup, a good run in the Plate offers Wanderers the last opportunity to gain some silverware this season.

In the opening exchanges of this contest both sides were evenly matched, however on 10 minutes Arklow conceded a penalty which Wanderers outhalf Butler converted to give the home side a 3-0. Both sides continued to push for scores before the Wexford backs broke loose only to be stopped short of the Arklow line in the corner. From the ensuing scrum and ruck play, where Wanderers had Arklow under intense pressure outhalf Butler with little other options available scored a drop goal to double the Wanderers lead to 6-0 at the break. At the break Wanderers utilised their subs bench to bring Kinsella, Whelan, O'Leary and Gannon into the fray for Stenning, Wayne O'Connor, McConville and Doyle shortly after the break James O'Connor replaced Cousins on the wing.  In the second half the visitors tried to get back in the contest and subjected the home side to wave after wave of rucking in the opening minutes of the half. Fortunately for Arklow the home side conceded a penaly in front of their posts which Arklow duly converted to reduce the lead to 6-3. Immediately after this score Wanderers worked their way down to the Arklow 22 where the visitors infringed at a ruck and Butler opted to go for the posts. Unfortunately on this occasion the kick went wide. However the die was cast at this stage and 10 minutes later after a number of phases of picking and driving No. 8 Rowe crossed for the opening try of the contest which was not converted to increase Wanderers lead to 11-3. Try as much as they could Arklow could not find a way back and with minutes remaining after another sequence of picking and driving started by Walsh, Stenning and Rowe, Mark Whelan side stepped the Arklow defence to cross for the second try, touching down under the posts. Butler added the conversion to leave the score at 18-3 at the end of the contest. Wanderers lose on the Road in last League Game.

A difficult encounter awaited Wexford Wanderers as they travelled to Athy last Sunday for the last round of the current league campaign. The opening half which over lapped with the second's game established the style of the contest with the home side driving hard at a Wexford defense which held firm early on before being breached. The opening Wexford score of the contest came from Wayne O'Connor who crossed the line to score Wexford's opening try. This was unconverted by wing Cousins who later in the half converted a penalty. The score at half time was 26-10 with the Athy side well in control. The two notable instances from the first half from a Wexford point of view were the loss of scrumhalf Ryan due to a head injury and full back Casey. Both injuries coming in dubious circumstances. In the second half the Wexford side staged a resurgence and opened the scoring with a try from wing John Browne in the corner which was not converted. Athy responded with an unconverted try before Wayne O'Connor got his second after Wexford disrupted an Athy scrum on the Athy 5 metre line. The conversion was added to bring the score to 31-22. However as in the first half the Athy side pulled away to bring the final score to 48-22. Indeed in the last seconds of the contest Athy took advantage of a stray Wexford pass in the Athy 22 to race towards the Wexford line before Cousins chased down the runner to stop him short of the Wexford line. 

The next game for Wanderers is the second round of the Towns Plate which will be played under lights next Friday night the 16th March at 8pm at Park Lane. The clash will see the home side face a seasoned Arklow outfit in a game which will decide who progresses in the Plate and who has an early end to the season. The date and timing of the fixture makes it an ideal time to kick off the holiday weekend by supporting the team as they attempt to progress in this competition. The first score of the contest came from a try Athy scored after breaking through the Wexford defence to score under the posts. Shortly after Wexford secured a penalty at the breakdown after Athy infringed at a ruck but Stuart Brennan unfortunately pulled the kick wide. Athy then counter attacked to score another try which remained unconverted to lead by 12-0. However just before the break Brennan converted a penalty to tie the score at 12-3 at the break. In the second half Athy however broke loose and kept moving the ball through the hands as quickly as possible in order to keep the pressure on. While the Athy scores came predominately from backline moves the Wexford defense did not cease to work all afternoon and the team keep working for the remainder of the game. The forwards kept a much heavier and less mobile Athy pack under control but suffered from the habit of over commiting to the breakdown. A weakness this Athy side identified and exploited over and over. After the game Coach Declan Rossiter gathered the team in order to focus on the positives of the game which was the opportunity it afforded the Wexford side to build towards the Cup campaign. Wanderers win Towns Plate Derby against New Ross.

The largest crowd of the season gathered at Park Lane on Sunday last to see Wexford Wanderers play neighbouring side New Ross in the opening round of the Provincial Towns Plate. With the bitterness of first round exits from the Towns Cup, and the knowledge of an early season end in the event of a loss, both teams were not short on motivation for the fixture which was played in excellent conditions.

The game started well with both sides competing well at the breakdown. After 5 minutes New Ross were awarded a penalty for an infringement at a ruck in front of the Wexford posts which the visitors duly converted to gain a 0-3 lead. The lead was short lived however as from the restart Wanderers forced New Ross back towards there own line and after a number of phases of picking and driving No. 8 Mark Whelan crossed close to the posts for the opening try of the contest in the 12th minute. The unconverted try gave the home side a 5-3 lead. New Ross kept the pressure on Wexford and were awarded a penalty on 20 minutes which they converted to re-take the lead by 5-6. The next score came 10 minutes later when New Ross again converted a penalty to push the score to 5-9 and punish Wexford infringements at the breakdown. Despite trailing by 4 the home side competed throughtout with the visitiors in all areas of the game. Worryingly for Wanderers, centre Sean O'Corcora had to be replaced 2 minutes before the break as a result of a bad clash of heads. However the lightning quick Cillian Gowan was available on the bench.

At the break Wanderers made a number of changes with Alan Kinsella, Barry Walsh and Mikey Hanrahan coming in for R. Morris, Gannon and Cousins. The effect of the changes were instant after the break, when in the 45th minute Barry Walsh took a superb drop goal to reduce New Ross's lead to 1 at 8-9. Wanderers at this stage sensed a win could be on the cards and the side looked to have a renewed mental strength for the contest. While New Ross pressed hard for a break through the defence of the Wexford side particularly the backs was impressive with important tackles coming at critical stages from particularly Hanrahan, Ryan and Carty. Midway throught the second half Wanderers emptied there bench and added Willie Morris and Rory "Chopper" O'Leary to the fray for Stenning and McConville giving the scrum 2 fresh players for the final quarter. The final score of the contest came on the 60th minute when following a series of rucks which had sucked the Ross backs in-field the Wexford backline moved the ball quickly to allow Hanrahan get the all important try 2 meters in from the touchline. Unfortunately Walsh was unable to add the conversion and the game remained on a knife edge for the remaining minutes with Wanderers leading by 13-9. Despite the best efforts of the New Ross team the Wexford side was able to hold a firm line of defence through the final minutes of the game and more importantly were able to make brillant turnovers at critical times to blunt the New Ross attack. The final whistle signalled the commencement of celebrations among the home support and players who have had a difficult season to date.

Wexford Wanderers First XV travelled to Naas on Saturday last the 11th February to play Naas in the opening round of the Provincial Towns Cup. The game which had been postponed two weeks earlier due to bad weather was played in excellent conditions on the day. The task for the visiting side was difficult to say the least, considering the success of the home side in this competion in recent years. The game started well for the Wexford side with the sides evenly matched for most of the first half. The Wexford lads competed well and at the break the home side lead the contest by just 10-0. The visitors to Park Lane on Sunday next the 19th February at 3pm are near neighbours New Ross and the game is the opening fixture of both sides Provincial Towns Plate campaign for 2012. The game promises to be a real heavy weight clash between two local sides with a chance for one side to overcome their disappointment at exiting the Towns Cup at such an early stage. New Ross must feel particulary grieved at such a narrow loss to Wicklow in the first round of the Towns Cup, while Wexford will want to put this weekends defeat behind them with a win in the opening round of the Plate. On what can only be described as miserable conditions last Saturday lunchtime Wexford Wanderers & Ratoath met in Wicklow rugby club to decide who would get to the Leinster Final. Notwithstanding the heavy rain the pitch was in good condition and Wicklow were great hosts.

Ratoath were by far the bigger side and impressed in the early exchanges with some quality rucking which starved Wexford of possession. Wexford got into the game slowly and worked their way into Ratoath’s 22 after 17 minutes. However Ratoath’s defence held strong for the moment. In the 20th minute Wexford’s tight head prop Ciaran Kavanagh took a ball at pace and crashed over the line, ably converted by Wexford’s Colm O’Corcora. 

Wexford’s handling was excellent in the conditions, but Ratoath’s rucking won them turnover ball and kept this a tight affair. Wexford had the upper hand in the lineouts and scrums were about 50/50. A penalty from centre Colm O’Corcora left Wexford 10-0 ahead at the break.

Wexford piled on the pressure early in the second half and Carthaigh Geogheghan lead his forwards closer toward the line. Scrum half Craig Wright urged his forwards on and they responded gaining ground slowly. Ciaran Kavanagh then came from deep and took a ball at real pace, bursting through Ratoaths defence for a second time. The Wexford town prop is too much to handle at pace. Colm O’Corcora obliged and Wexford lead 17-0.  Wexford through Colm O’Corcora added another penalty on the 64th minute to make it 20-0. Wexford sat back a little bit and Ratoath came back into the game and got in for a try with 7 minutes to go. The conversion was from the touchline and proved too much , the score was now 20-5.

The Ratoath try proved a rallying call for Wexford and they followed their kick off up the field and won possession of the ball. Ratoath were penalised for being offside and Colm O’Corcora slotted home another penalty to make it 23-5.
